REMOVAL OF STOCK EXHAUST SYSTEM:

Put the vehicle onto a car lift.

@ CAUTION: ensure that the car is lifted safely and properly in order to avoid the risk of
vehicle damage, injury, or even death!

Loosen the clamp connection between front silencer and gasoline particulate filter.

Unplug the actuators.
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Unhook and unscrew the rubber hangers and remove the standard exhaust.

For easier dismounting, lubricate the original rubber brackets (WD40®).

Loosen the rear bumpers screws.

Remove the stock tail pipes and mount the REMUS tail pipes.

Unhook the rubber hangers from the stock exhaust.
For easier dismounting lubricate the rubber supports (WD40®).

Mount the stock rubber hangers with the supplied REMUS chassis brackets onto the REMUS sport
exhaust.

For easier mounting lubricate the rubber supports (WD40®).

Install the REMUS front silencer on the original tubes.

Tighten the clamps only hand-tight!

Hang in the rubber hanger.
For easier mounting lubricate the rubber support (WD40®).
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Install the REMUS connection tube on the front silencer. Hang in the rubber hanger.

Tighten the clamp only hand-tight!

Install the REMUS sport exhaust onto the connection tube.

@ Tighten the clamp only hand-tight!

Bold the brackets with the chassis.

Mount the outlet tubes onto the sport exhaust.

@ Tighten the clamps only hand-tight!
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Connect the actuators.
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Only necessary for RS3 Sedan!

Mount the supplied extension tubes onto the REMUS outlet tubes.

@ Tighten the clamps only hand-tight!

Align the exhaust system and tighten all connections.
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FINAL STEPS

IMPORTANT: reinstall the dismounted or partially removed stock parts
(wheel arches, bumper etc.); check vehicle manufacturer manual for
tightening torques.

IMPORTANT: make sure all the nuts and bolts are sufficiently tightened. In
case the exhaust system touches the cowling or other parts, repeat the
adjustment of the exhaust system or contact your authorized dealer.

IMPORTANT: clean all exhaust components before the first start of the
engine or the stains will burn onto the surfaces!

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible cause Solution

loosened clamp tighten all connections to specified torque

Exhaust gas is leaking out

of the exhaust system . . .
Y connection is not loosen the connection and tap it into place,

completely joined tighten the connection to specified torque

Remove the actuator and try to move the
valve by hand.

Valve is mechanical stuck Use spray lubricant (WD-40® or
equivalent) to make the valve working
again.

Valve is not working / moving

Make sure the actuator is powered
correctly.

Valve is not working correct Make sure the actuator is mounted
properly onto the valve and the valve spins
correctly.

Exhaust system rattles /
doesn't fit properly

loosen all connections again and readjust/

Exhaust System is not mounted correct .
align the whole system once mare

MAINTENANCE

STAINLESS STEEL PARTS:
Clean stainless steel components with soft cloth sprayed with contact cleaner, then wipe with
soft and dry cloth.

CARBON PARTS:
Clean carbon fiber exhaust components with soft and dry cloth.

TITANIUM PARTS:
Clean the titanium exhaust components with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40® or
equivalent.

A change in the color of the exhaust system is normal due to high temperatures.
Periodically make sure all the bolts and springs are sufficiently tight.

@ IT IS NORMAL FOR WHITE SMOKE TO COME OUT OF THE MUFFLER AT
= FIRST OPERATION.

(@ CAUTION: DO NOT STAND BEHIND THE MUFFLER AT ANY TIME.

@ CAUTION: DO NOT USE AUTOMOTIVE WHEEL CLEANERS OR ANY CLEANING
PRODUCTS WHICH CONTAIN ACIDIC ADDITIVES TO CLEAN THE REMUS
